The CAP Program helps museums improve the care of
their collections by providing a general conservation assessment of a museum’s
collections and buildings. The Museum worked with a team of preservation
professionals over a three month time frame to identify preventive conservation
priorities., providing us with an ongoing set of benchmarks to help us maintain and
preserve our collections in a responsible manner, not only for today but for future
generations to enjoy.”
